Honors Code of Ethics

An Honors class is designed to be a challenging yet rewarding experience for the student. To be a member of this class, a student must be willing to meet, and/or exceed, certain expectations.

1. The student must agree to maintain an 87 average (semester average prior to the addition of the five honor points) during the school year. The semester average is calculated by averaging the first and second quarters, as well as the semester exam. A student who does not maintain an 87 average for the year, will not be recommended to continue an Honors class in the next year.

2. The student must demonstrate a positive work ethic. The student must be able to work both independently and within a group setting for the class to be a success. The student is expected to read the text material for each section taught and be familiar with any new vocabulary. Homework is expected to be complete.

3. As the class must maintain a rigorous schedule during the year, each student should contribute to help maintain a good learning environment in the classroom.

4. When a student is absent, he/she must agree to seek out the teacher immediately upon return to school for help and makeup work.
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
