· S – Satisfactory

A student exhibits all qualities listed above, but lacks consistent effort on the “how to” paper and presentation.
· U – Unsatisfactory

 A student earning a U consistently exhibits behavior that is counterproductive to the classroom experience and unsatisfactory effort on the “how to” paper and presentation.

Classroom Expectations:


· Be on time to class.

· Be prepared. Bring all necessary materials and complete work. Also be sure that you use the restroom before entering the classroom. You will not be allowed outside the classroom except for an emergency. 

· Be respectful. Show respect for yourself and others.
